The Committee agreed to accept Robat Jones’ quote for £7800, William Hugh Roberts agreed to contact Robat Jones to arrange commencement of the work, the clerk agreed to contact Npower in relation to the reminder of the funding.  

Caerhun Hall: - The clerk advised that CCBC had confirmed planning consent was not required for the new sign outside, they had however contacted highways as the sign was blocking visibility.  It was noted CCBC were also aware of the log cabins at the location too, and were awaiting a planning application from the owners for a caravan site at the location. 

Parking outside Dolgarrog School: - It was noted the Headmistress had replied to say that parents have been asked to park considerably when dropping children off, however acknowledged it was still an issue, she therefore agreed to circulate a letter to the parents again. 

Information Noticeboard Eigiau and Coedty: - It was noted the clerk had discussed this with Npower had they had shown an interest in providing financial support for this project, however the Committee would need to find a suitable person to collate the information and produce the noticeboards.  Cllr Goronwy Edwards suggested contacting Suriyah Evans who had assisted with the pilgrims trail project, the clerk agreed to contact her. 

Land behind Bryn Pedr:  It was noted the planning department had confirmed the second shed had been dismantled, however the original shed remained and did not require any planning approval as it was on wheels and therefore classed as a temporary shed.
